Cambridgeshire County Council Public Health Directorate has launched the second phase of its emotive stop smoking campaign #missingmoments.

The #missingmoments campaign focuses on the people that are left behind when someone dies from smoking and the key events they are absent from, such as wedding, a birthday or playing with your grandchild. For younger people the campaign will focus upon other losses, such as the damage that smoking can cause to physical looks. 

The aim of the campaign is to reduce the risk of missing key moments in a family's life and realise the benefits of stopping smoking by encouraging people to visit the Cambridgeshire’s Be Well website where people can get a free quit kit and advice on how to give up smoking for good.
As part of this work, Public Health has created a communications toolkit complete with a series of posters and postcards aimed at different targeted age groups with key messages and a call to action to get a free quit kit. Toolkits will be available in a further 5 other languages from 1st December 2019.
This campaign is focused on a variety of local audiences:

4th November – 31st December:
All workplaces, routine and manual workers and the general public.

1st December – 31 December:
Migrant communities, particularly those living in Fenland.
