Draft Terms of Reference 					July 2025

Outline

The Officer Group is a non-decision-making group that will drive the Housing and Health JSNA and its agreed actions forward across Cambridgeshire and Peterborough. 

Purpose and Objectives

The Group will lead on the delivery of the Housing & Health JSNA on behalf of the Health and Wellbeing Board, with delivery of the JSNA in March 2026.

Following the acceptance of recommendations from the JSNA by the HWBB, the Group will oversee the development and delivery of a programme of work to address the recommendations around housing and health which form part of Priority 2 of the Health and Wellbeing Strategy in Cambridgeshire and Peterborough. 

The Group will provide opportunity for multi-agency discussion and information sharing, and liaison with wider stakeholders when appropriate on matters relating to housing and health.

The Group will regularly report on its activities to the Housing Board and also to the HWBB as required.

Scope

The scope of the Group will be restricted to housing and health related matters to be included within the Housing and Health JSNA and the subsequent development and delivery of a programme of work to implement recommendations from the JSNA.

Outcomes

The outcomes from the Group will be:

(a) Housing and Health JSNA for HWBB meeting in March 2026

(b) development of a programme plan to deliver against the Housing and Health JSNA recommendations

(c) successful delivery and implementation of the programme to improve health and wellbeing through housing for the residents of Cambridgeshire and Peterborough.

(d) to provide for the better sharing of information and data on housing and health matters across organisations.
(e) to improve collaborative working on housing and health initiatives across organisations.
