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Why is the report coming to Home-Link Management Board?
This report provides an annual update on the Home-Link Partnership. It provides statistics on the Housing Register and Lets made during the period as well as a summary of key achievements and key pieces of work.  

Decision(s) required from Home-Link Management Board
· None – report is for information. 
Part 1 – Achievements 
The Sub-Regional Home-Link team comprises a Home-Link Manager and an Administrator.  The role of the team is to oversee the partnership arrangements, including the Choice Based Lettings Platform, the placing of property adverts, partner relations and invoicing and charging.  The actual allocation of properties to individual applicants is the responsibility of Local Authority Allocation Teams (or partner RSL partners).  In addition, there are several ongoing pieces of work that the Home-Link Manager and the Home-Link Management Board have either supported or led over the 2025/26 period. These include:
A) System Enhancements (including the development, testing and implementation of enhancements across all partners):
· Single Sign On  - work in progress with a number of Partners who have expressed an interest in adopting this feature. 
So far it has been implemented for the following organisations:
· West Suffolk

· Hunts District Council

· CHS

· East Cambs 
Work is also currently in progress for:

· Sanctuary

· Bpha

B) Introduction of new Lettings Platform

The partnership elected to become Early Adopters of the new Platform.  This resulted in a reduction in price for the partners but has also meant that the development and implementation of the new platform was more protracted than originally anticipated.  The Sub-Regional Home-Link Manager has ensured that partner concerns and testing issues have been communicated to Locata and that Locata have responded.  This has included a representative from Locata attending an Operations Group meeting to speak to staff directly about their concerns and requirements.  Training for RSL partners and LA teams was provided during 2025 and switch-off of the legacy system took place in January 2026.   

C) Lettings Policy Review – work has commenced on a review of the Sub-Regional Lettings Policy. Initial discussions have taken place and suggested changes from parters have been collated and discussed,   In view of the forthcoming Local Government Re-Organisation, this will be a light-touch review of the Policy, mainly consisting of wording changes to make the meaning of the Policy more clear to customers and staff.

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Key points of note are:
• A downward trend in Emergency cases, reducing steadily from 50 in April to 20 by February/March (a 60% overall decrease from the start of the year), suggesting reduced acute demand. 
• Band A totals remained relatively stable overall (1,287 → 1,294), although there were fluctuations during the year, peaking in September 
  (1,373).

· Within this, homeless households (full duty) showed volatility with a peak in September (231) before dropping to 174 by March.

· Applicants lacking 2+ bedrooms increased steadily across the year (149 → 186), indicating growing overcrowding pressures.

· Victims of harassment/violence/abuse showed a small decline overall (245 → 228), though numbers remained consistently high.

• Band B total applicants slightly decreased (3,255 → 3,133), reflecting a modest overall reduction.

· Lacking 1 bedroom cases decreased (1,671 → 1,606), suggesting some easing of lower-level overcrowding.

· Homelessness prevention cases declined (272 → 217).
· Band C total applicants declined overall (4,291 → 4,112).

· There was a general reduction in social need categories, particularly: 

· Employment-related moves (112 → 77)

· Support-related moves (418 → 377)

However, “other” social reasons spiked mid-year and remained above April levels (21 → 34).

· Housing Conditions cases decreased overall (2,360 → 2,245), despite some fluctuations.

· Medium medical need increased slightly (385 → 413), indicating gradual growth in moderate health-related need.

· Band D (low priority) applicants decreased steadily across the year (2,885 → 2,582), a reduction of around 10%, contributing to the overall fall in total applicants.

· Band D* - Applicants with sufficient financial resources (declined (530 → 466), a reduction of around 12%, suggesting fewer households are being assessed as financially ineligible over time.

• Across all bands, the total number of live applications decreased overall (12,298 → 11,607), representing a reduction of approximately 5.6%,  
  despite some mid-year stabilisation.
